Regional Tri-Fold Requirements and Rubric
1. Front Cover - you will identify the region you are researching and state your name.

2. Inside Left Panel – You need to identify and describe 4 physical characteristics of your region (physical features, climate, natural resources, and plants and animals).  Make sure to include 4 different physical characteristics, not just 4 varieties of the same characteristic.  For example, don’t just list and describe 4 animals found within the region and think that you have met the requirement.  Any and all animals would fall under only one characteristic – animals of the region – which means that you would still need to identify and describe 3 other characteristics.
3. Inside Right Panel – You need to identify and describe 4 human characteristics of your region (population information, various cultural characteristics, standard of living, and the economic activities of the region).  As I stated above, make sure you identify and describe 4 separate human characteristics, not variations of the same characteristic.
4. Inside Center Panel – You need to identify and describe 3 human environment interactions or adaptations that take place, or have taken place, within your region.  The interactions could be positive or negative, just make sure that you explain in detail what they are.  The focus of this section is on how human activities have effected the environment and also how humans have had to adapt to the environment in order to survive and live within the region.
5. This brochure must be completely typed out.  No handwriting of any kind will be accepted at all.  Follow the basic template that I have laid out for you but feel free to add anything else that you feel will improve the overall quality of your brochure.
6. Pictures / Photos – Pictures and photos of your region are required throughout your brochure.  Hand drawn pictures are not acceptable.  You should have at least 5 different pictures throughout your brochure that represents your region.
7. Spelling / Grammar – Make sure you spell check your brochure so that you don’t lose points for spelling or grammar errors.
8. Rough Draft – A hand-written rough draft will be due to me prior to the final brochure being turned in.
